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Artists today are expanding the traditional definition of drawing beyond merely “a work on

paper,” to include the use of unconventional media. Acclaimed artist Kelley Walker, for example,

has helped to evolve the definition of drawing with his innovative work in the digital realm. His

work nine disasters comprises nine digital images of disasters taken from mass media. The

images are arranged in a grid and superimposed with a constellation of circles made by the artist.

Walker stipulates that the images can be reproduced and disseminated as often as desired and on

any variety of materials.
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Forever Now presents the work of 17 artists whose paintings reflect a singular approach that
characterizes our cultural moment at the beginning of this new millennium: they refuse to allow
us to define or even meter our time by them. The artists in this exhibition represent a wide
variety of styles and impulses, but all use the painted surface as a platform, map, or metaphoric
screen on which genres intermingle, morph, and collide. Their work represents traditional
painting, in the sense that each artist engages with painting’s traditions, testing and ultimately
reshaping historical strategies like appropriation and bricolage and reframing more metaphysical
high-stakes questions surrounding notions of originality, subjectivity, and spiritual

transcendence.
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Collage is a technique of art creation, which may sometimes include magazine and
newspaper clippings, ribbons, paint, bits of colored or handmade papers, portions of other
artwork or texts, photographs and other found objects, glued to a piece of paper or canvas.

Pixel art is a form of digital art, created through the use of software, where images are
edited on the pixel level. The aesthetic for this kind of graphics comes from 8- or 16-bit
computers and video game consoles, in addition to other limited systems such as graphing
calculators.

Taiwanese opera, which is a form of local traditional drama adopted from the folk songs
of Fujian province in China, has been considered as the embodiment of Taiwanese history

and tradition because the political identity crisis of Taiwan shaped its development. (5 4~")
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
