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Abstract

crifical mpact of early visual experience and education on the totally blind; and (4) the pesitive
influences of drawing activity on the totally blind adolescents. Fegarding successfil teaching
efficiency, the research results make practical suggestions from the followmg aspects: setting
the teaching goals, the drawing media and teaching time, teaching strategies, and the teachers’
proper abilities and characters. The results also mndicate: (1) Every single totally blind mdividual
1z able to develop lis'her ovwn unique pictorial style as the sighted people can. (2) It 13 more
difficult to depict the side look of birds and terrestrial mammals than the front one. (3) The
bhuman pertrait 15 an important subject that keeps atfracting adolescents’ leaming motvation. (4)
Drawing can be a creative activity that requires integrating different fimctions of the bram.
